expansion, improving student achievement, and improving the 

quality of teaching.

üHalf of the funds were distributed in April FY09; the 

remaining half will be distributed in September FY2010, after 

state plans for Title I, Part A  ARRA funds are submitted.

üSubgrantees will have until September 30, 2011, to obligate 

the funds, but are encouraged to spend these funds within one 

year following the approval of their applications.
